And my glory I will not give to another

Pro 30:4 Who has gone up to Heaven, and come down? Who has gathered the wind in His fists? Who has bound the waters in garments? Who has made all the ends of the earth to rise? What is His name, and what is His Son's name, if you can tell? 


Shalum Yisra’ĕl and may the Most High, Creator of the Heavens and the Earth open your hearts and mind to receive His Word; “He that has an ear, let him hear.” Why is this question asked, is the first question we must ask ourselves when the opening passage is considered. How many of you claim to know our Heavenly Father and His Son? If so, answer this all important question, what are their names? The latter question is sure to generate several responses, each totally contrary one to the other. There is much controversy and dissension among bible believers surrounding the names of the Father and Son; therefore, the question being placed before us is this, does it matter? Many arguments have developed throughout the brief history of mankind to justify calling the Creator of the Heavens and the Earth whatever man sees fit to call him; again, does it really matter? Consider the Word given to the Apostle Yuḥanan (John):
Rev 17:1  And one of the seven angels having the seven bowls came and spoke with me, saying to me, Come, I will show you the judgment of the great harlot sitting on the many waters, 

Rev 17:2 with whom the kings of the earth committed fornication and the ones inhabiting the earth became drunk from the wine of her fornication. 

Rev 17:3 And he carried me away into a desert, by the Spirit. And I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast, filled with names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.
At the outset let this be made known, it is not the intent of this lesson to knock any individual, humanity are all sons and daughters of the Most High, as well as responsible for our own actions and/or reactions and shall be held accountable for such, whether we are believers or not. However, it is the intent and purpose of this lesson “to root out, and to pull down, and to destroy, and to throw down” these “names of blasphemy” men and women today are supporting, defending, excusing and using in place of the divine names of both Father and Son, albeit, under the guise of man’s reasoning with a dab of deception from “that old serpent called the devil and Satan.”
This lesson is an introduction to three additional lessons that will follow. The first lesson, Understanding the language we call Hebrew, serves the purpose of bringing enlightenment to a language grossly misunderstood or misoverstood, for those who have a preference for that terminology. The second lesson, What is His Son’s name, serves the purpose of explaining the personage referred to as the Son of the Most High or the Son of Man, who and what He is, and, what He is and should be called when speaking of Him. The final section, What is His name, serves the purpose of clarifying who the Father is and what He has been and should be called, accept no substitutions brothers and sisters; “he that has an ear, let him hear” what the Most High, Creator of the Heavens and the Earth has spoken.
One major problem modern day believer’s face is interpreting, the Holy Scripture, which is an ancient eastern writing, (see Do Not Interpretations Belong to Mighty Ones); but, it is being interpreted by many according to 21st century perceptions. We have to move away from philosophized, opinionated views of the Holy Scripture, and toward accepting the revealed Word within it, as it has been passed down to us. 
2Ch 20:20 And they rose early in the morning and went out into the Wilderness of Teqowa. And as they went out, Yahushaphat stood and said, “Hear me, O Yahuḏah and you inhabitants of Yerushalayim: Trust in יהוה your Mighty One and be established, trust His prophets and prosper.”
What does this passage teach us? Why is it worded in this manner? The prophet could have simply said, “trust in  your Mighty One and be established and prosper;” why must we trust in His prophets to prosper? Compare this passage with the following:

Deu 18:15 “יהוה your Mighty One shall raise up for you a Prophet like me from your midst, from your brothers. Listen to Him, 

Deu 18:16 according to all you asked of יהוה your Mighty One in Ḥorĕḇ in the day of the assembly, saying, ‘Let me not hear again the voice of יהוה my Mighty One, nor let me see this great fire any more, lest I die.’ 

Deu 18:17 “And יהוה said to me, ‘What they have spoken is good. 

Exo 20:18 And all the people saw the thunders, the lightning flashes, the sound of the ram’s horn, and the mountain smoking. And the people saw it, and they trembled and stood at a distance, 

Exo 20:19 and said to Mosheh, “You speak with us and we hear, but let not Elohiym speak with us, lest we die.” 

Although this prophesies of another prophet who would rise later in the history of Yisrael and be similar to Mosheh (Moses), the other thought behind these passages, in comparison with 2 Chron 20:20, is that the prophetic order is established; this order is further specified in the following passage:

Rev 1:1 Revelation of יהושע Messiah, which Mighty One gave Him to show His servants what has to take place with speed. And He signified it by sending His messenger to His servant Yuḥanan;
In other words, if we support the Most High through obeying His will, He will support/establish us; if we support His spokesmen, the prophets, by adhering to His Word, as it has been revealed by them, then we shall prosper. How many bible believers truly and sincerely believe the Holy Scripture? Many of the reasoning’s that have arisen concerning the divine names say otherwise; for example, the statements and questions which follow, written in red, mostly stem from modern day thinking: 

Why should I have to learn Hebrew or become a Hebrew scholar, to speak the name of the Most High? Does it take a degree from a university or learning an entire language, to pronounce a foreign name today? How many of you have spoken the names of Barack Obama? Osama Bin Laden? Che Guevara? If so, did you do it with or without a degree from a university or being a scholar of that particular language? I’m sure the majority of you did not, but when it comes to the name of the Most High, why does this become an issue? Why is a degree now necessary when it comes to pronouncing what should be the most important name that will ever cross our lips, the name of our maker!? Does this argument originate within the Word of the Most High, through His prophets, or is it the reasoning of man? Is this another excuse promulgated by “that old serpent called the devil and Satan which deceives the whole world”? Notice that the WHOLE WORLD, Rev 12:9, has been led to believe something that is not true, as though it is true; the definition of deception. Remember Rev 12:9 in connection with each of the examples below.
What He’s called is not important, as long as you understand the nature represented by the name.  If this is true, what purpose do names serve altogether?

A name is an identifier primarily, in addition to describing the honor, authority or character of a person, place or thing. In many of the arguments who put honor, authority or character in the forefront, this is a technique to dissuade the believer from focusing on the basic intent and purpose of a name, to make a distinction between people, places or things. Consider your personal name. Do you know what your personal name means? Now, imagine receiving a paycheck written out to, not your personal name, but to the nature being described by your name; for example, a person named Mosheh being given a check written out to “drawn from the water.” Or, a person named Eli, being given a check written out to “my Mighty One;” how many of you would be able to cash a check written out to the nature described by your name, and not the personal name itself? So, does it matter how we designate the Most High, or, is this another method by which our adversary seeks to lead us astray from the TRUTH?

The bible teaches “with stammering lips and another tongue He will speak to this people,” implying that He will have another name in another language. Is this what the passage means?
Isa 28:11 For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people. 

If we read the verse before and after or, the chapter before and after, this passage mentions nothing about the name being pronounced differently. Consider the following passages in comparison with the implication of the name being changed in another language:

Exo 9:16 “And for this reason I have raised you up, in order to show you My power, and in order to declare My Name in all the earth.
This was the word  commanded Mosheh to speak to Pharaoh, indicating that it was His intent to have His name “declared,” which means to be spoken first, as well as represented by Yisrael emulating His character, “in all the earth.” Will “all the earth” only be made aware of the honor, authority and/or character, separate from the appellation  itself, or is it a package deal, all inclusive? Let His Word be our guide! Compare the following:
Jos 2:10  “For we have heard how יהוה dried up the water of the Sea of Reeds for you when you came out of Mitzrayim, and what you did to the two sovereigns of the Amorites who were beyond the Yardĕn, Siḥon and Oḡ, whom you put under the ban. 

Jos 2:11  “And when we heard, our hearts melted, and there was no spirit left in anyone because of you, for יהוה your Mighty One, He is Elohiym in the heavens above and on earth beneath.
Again, was it just the honor, authority and character of a Mighty One who had no specific name, only to be acknowledged by his nature and being; or was there a name attached to them? Let’s continue:
Psa 79:6 Pour out thy wrath upon the heathen that have not known you, and upon the kingdoms that have not called upon thy name.
If the pronouncing of the name is not important, as some have declared in their arguments against using an exclusive name for the Most High, how should we view this passage? Compare what Brother Sha’ul, an Apostle to the nations (gentiles/heathen), has written concerning the matter:

Rom 10:13 For “everyone who calls on the Name of יהוה shall be saved.” 

Rom 10:14 How then shall they call on Him in whom they have not believed? [Believe  and be established] And how shall they believe in Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without one proclaiming? [Believe His prophets and prosper]
Act 17:22 And having stood in the midst of the Areopagus Sha’ul said, “Men of Athens, I see that you are very religious in every matter. 

Act 17:23 “For passing through and observing the objects of your worship, I even found an altar with this inscription: TO THE UNKNOWN MIGHTY ONE. Not knowing then whom you worship, I make Him known to you: 

These men acknowledged that there is a Mighty One, no name being mentioned, but an idea of a supreme being held by them all. They had an altar made for worship to this Mighty One, but were under the impression that He was “UNKNOWN?” If we follow the example here, shown by Brother Sha’ul, should we also “make Him known” to those who don’t know Him? Apparently, it is the responsibility of the believer to bring the “UNKNOWN MIGHTY ONE” to the awareness of those from other nations, but let’s continue:
Psa 102:15 And the nations shall fear the Name of יהוה, And all the sovereigns of the earth Your esteem, 

Psa 102:16 For יהוה shall build up Tziyun, He shall appear in His esteem.

Apparently from the same root as H1465 (in the sense of massing); a foreign nation; hence a Gentile; also (figuratively) a troop of animals, or a flight of locusts:
Does this mean that the nations will fear the honor, authority and character of the Most High only, or is there an appellation connected to them?

Isa 64:1 Oh, that You would tear the heavens open, come down, that mountains shall shake before You,
Isa 64:2 as when fire burns twigs, as fire makes water boil – to make Your Name known to Your adversaries, so that nations tremble before You.
If speaking to Yisra’ĕl with “another tongue” is supposed to indicate that His name will be spoken in these different languages, why are there references to the gentiles, heathen and people from other nations, being made aware of or calling upon His name? This isn’t the reasoning of any individual; this is the Word of the Most High! “He that has an ear let him hear!”
Mal 1:11 “For from the rising of the sun, even to its going down, My Name is great among nations. And in every place incense is presented to My Name, and a clean offering. For My Name is great among nations,” said יהוה of hosts. 

Although it sounds like a broken record, again, we ask is it the honor, reputation and character only, or does it also refer to the actual name  which identifies the Mighty One of Mighty Ones, the Holy One of Yisrael? The following passages further substantiate that we are to call on, implying making audible, the name of the Most High:
Psa 80:18 And we shall not backslide from You. Revive us, and let us call upon Your Name. 

Psa 102:21 To declare the Name of יהוה in Tziyun, and His praise in Yerushalayim, 

Psa 116:13 I lift up the cup of deliverance, And call upon the Name of יהוה…
Psa 116:17 I bring You a slaughtering of thanksgiving, And call upon the Name of יהוה.
The Creator has many names; it’s arrogant to assert that He should only be addressed by one; He is called by other names because in other languages He was known differently. This sounds logical, if the Mighty One of Yisra’ĕl is the Mighty One of the whole world, naturally, we find it easy to accept that the name of the Mighty One would differ from country to country or language to language; but is this assertion lifted from the Holy Scripture, or, is this the figment of someone’s imagination? If you say this doctrine is biblical, provide the proof that this is in fact true, not by articulate, nor intellectual debate based on man’s reasoning, but by the Word!
Rev 17:1 And one of the seven messengers who had the seven bowls came and spoke with me, saying to me, “Come, I shall show you the judgment of the great whore sitting on many waters, 

Rev 17:2 with whom the sovereigns of the earth committed whoring, and the inhabitants of the earth were made drunk with the wine of her whoring.” 

Rev 17:3 And he carried me away in the Spirit into the wilderness. And I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast covered with names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. 

Rev 17:4 And the woman was dressed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and precious stones and pearls, holding in her hand a golden cup filled with abominations and the filthiness of her whoring, 

Rev 17:5 and upon her forehead a name written, a secret: BAḆEL THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF THE WHORES AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH.

What are these “names of blasphemy?” What are the names that are abusive or slanderous about the Most High? What are the names that hinder or injure the fame of the Most High? These questions are being posed to provoke thought; we will revisit these questions later in our lesson, but for now, consider the following passages:
Exo 15:3 “יהוה is a man of battle, יהוה is His Name.
Exo 3:15  And Elohiym said further to Mosheh, “Thus you are to say to the sons of Yisra’ĕl, ‘יהוה Elohiym of your fathers, the Mighty One of Aḇraham, the Mighty One of Yitzḥaq, and the Mighty One of Yaʽaqoḇ, has sent me to you. This is My Name forever and this is My remembrance to all generations.’
Isa 47:4 Our Redeemer, יהוה of hosts is His Name, the Set-apart One of Yisra’ĕl.
Isa 48:1 “Hear this, O house of Yaʽaqoḇ, who are called by the name of Yisra’ĕl, and have come from the waters of Yahuḏah, who swear by the Name יהוה, and profess the Mighty One of Yisra’ĕl – though not in truth or in righteousness – 

Isa 48:2 for they call themselves after the set-apart city, and lean on the Mighty One of Yisra’ĕl – יהוה of hosts is His Name: 

Hos 12:5 …even יהוה Elohiym of hosts, יהוה is His remembrance.
According to these passages the name of the Most High is ; it has been given as a memorial, in other words, to be remembered by. Many of these doctrines surrounding the divine names of the Father and Son stem from someone’s ideas and not from the Word! We as believers must make a decision; the decision is whether we will follow the Holy Scripture or the dictates of men; which, according to the Holy Scripture, has been a problem among Yisra’ĕl for hundreds of years now.
Pro 3:5 Trust in יהוה with all your heart, And lean not on your own understanding; 

Pro 3:6 Know Him in all your ways, And He makes all your paths straight. 

Pro 3:7 Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear יהוה and turn away from evil. 
When we consider the arguments against using the name of the Most High, which excuse translations that take away from the true pronunciation, is it based on the Holy Scripture or “our own understanding” from being wise in our own eyes?

The Creator isn’t petty enough to be concerned with his name being pronounced correctly, He’s more concerned with what’s in your heart. Keep in mind that statements such as these also stem from someone’s heart, when comparing the following passages:
Jer 17:9 The heart is deceitful above all and desperately wicked: who can know it?
Mar 7:21 “For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil reasoning’s, adulteries, whorings, murders, 

Mar 7:22 thefts, greedy desires, wickedness’s, deceit, indecency, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness. 

Mar 7:23 “All these wicked matters come from within and defile a man.”
Jer 23:26 “Till when shall it be in the heart of the prophets? – the prophets of falsehood and prophets of the deceit of their own heart, 

Jer 23:27 who try to make My people forget My Name by their dreams which everyone relates to his neighbor, as their fathers forgot My Name for Baʽal.

2Pe 2:1 But there also came to be false prophets among the people, as also among you there shall be false teachers, who shall secretly bring in destructive heresies, and deny the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction on themselves. 

2Pe 2:2 And many shall follow their destructive ways, because of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of, 

2Pe 2:3 and in greed, with fabricated words, they shall use you for gain. From of old their judgment does not linger, and their destruction does not slumber.
How are we being made to forget the name of the Most High today? This passage actually links us to another argument scholars have promulgated throughout the years; the true pronunciation of the name  has been lost, also, how do we even know that we are pronouncing the name properly; how many of you lend credence to these beliefs? Compare it with our aforementioned passage, get the picture? Additionally:

Jas 1:5 If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of Elohiym, who gives to all generously and without reproach, and it shall be given to him.
All we simply have to do is humbly and sincerely pray and ask the Most High His name! How many believers have done so with a heart ready to accept the truth to be revealed? Or, has it been asked with preconceived ideas of what we wanted to hear? If mankind has forgotten how to pronounce the name , what about the Creator Himself? Has He also forgotten how to pronounce His own name? When introducing Himself to Yisra’ĕl at Mount Sinai, we read:
Exo 20:1 And Elohiym spoke all these Words, saying, 

Exo 20:2 “I am יהוה your Mighty One, who brought you out of the land of Mitzrayim, out of the house of slavery.
What did He say here? How did He pronounce His name? However it was pronounced, should we pronounce it the same?

Psa 20:1 יהוה does answer you in the day of distress! The Name of the Mighty One of Yaʽaqoḇ does set you on high..! 

Psa 20:7 Some trust in chariots, and some in horses, But we remember the Name of יהוה our Mighty One. 

Psa 45:1 My heart is overflowing with a goodly word; I address my works to the Sovereign; My tongue is the pen of a speedy writer… 

Psa 45:17 I cause Your Name to be remembered in all generations; therefore the people praise You forever and ever.
Psa 72:17 Let His Name be forever, His Name continue before the sun; and let them bless themselves in Him; Let all nations call Him blessed.
Do any of these passages lead you to believe that the name  will be forgotten? Think about this for a moment, have you ever addressed someone, mispronounce their name and they correct you for it? Have you ever called someone by another name and they correct you for it? Why would the Most High be any different, seeing that we were made “in His image, after His likeness”? When we search the Holy Scripture, many passages emphasize the importance of the Creator’s personal name; hence, the title of this lesson, which reads in its entirety:
Isa 42:8 “I am יהוה, that is My Name, and My glory I do not give to another, nor My praise to idols. 

When He says “my glory I do not give to another,” what exactly does that mean? These are but a few of the arguments, mentioned above, you will hear from those who refuse to acknowledge the names of both the Father and Son. For those who have a problem accepting the importance of the divine names, consider what the Holy Scripture teaches:
Exo 23:13 “And in all that I have said to you take heed. And make no mention of the name of other mighty ones; let it not be heard from your mouth.

This doesn’t literally mean that we should not simply say the name of another deity, if so, why would the Most High move His prophets to pen the names of deities such as Moloch, Merodach or Tammuz, etc. What this passage does refer to is mentioning the names of other deities in the stead of the Most High; in other words, acknowledging them in the position designated only for the Creator of the Heavens and the Earth.

Exo 15:11 “Who is like You, יהוה, among the mighty ones? Who is like You, great in sanctity, awesome in praises, working wonders?
Exo 20:3 “You have no other mighty ones against My face. 

Deu 6:5 “And you shall love יהוה your Mighty One with all your heart, and with all your being, and with all your might…
Deu 6:13 “Fear יהוה your Mighty One and serve Him, and swear by His Name. 

Deu 6:14 “Do not go after other mighty ones, the mighty ones of the peoples who are all around you, 

Deu 6:15 for יהוה your Mighty One is a jealous Mighty One in your midst, lest the displeasure of יהוה your Mighty One burn against you, then He shall destroy you from the face of the earth.
When we use another name or another pronunciation, which technically is another name, to call upon the Most High, is it accepted? If your response is yes, where can this be supported within the Holy Scripture, that the Most High will reply to any name used in calling Him? Where is the evidence that someone called upon a name other than that of the Most High or of another deity, and the Most High answered them? In closing…
Psa 74:18
Remember this:
The enemy has reproached יהוה,
And a foolish people have despised Your Name.
And My glory will I not give to another
