Gen 40:2 And Pharaoh was wroth with his two officers, the chief cupbearer and the chief baker. 

Gen 40:3 So he put them in confinement in the house of the captain of the guard, in the prison, the place where Yusĕph was a prisoner. 

Gen 40:4 And the captain of the guard put Yusĕph in charge of them, and he served them. So they were in confinement for some time. 

Gen 40:5 Then the cupbearer and the baker of the sovereign of Mitzrayim, who were confined in the prison, dreamed a dream, both of them, each man’s dream in one night and each man’s dream with its own interpretation. 

Gen 40:6 And Yusĕph came in to them in the morning and looked at them and saw that they were sad. 

Gen 40:7 And he asked Pharaoh’s officers who were with him in confinement of his master’s house, saying, “Why do you look so sad today?” 

Gen 40:8 And they said to him, “We each have dreamed a dream, and there is no one to interpret it.” And Yusĕph said to them…

“Do not interpretations belong to Mighty Ones”
· Let’s begin a lesson in answer to our title question, “do not interpretations belong to Mighty Ones?” We will first define what it means to interpret:

· Whether dreams or the Holy Scriptures, when it comes to opening up and understanding them, “do not interpretations belong to Mighty 
Ones?” Consider for a moment the history of Yisrael: 
Antiquities of the Jews XIII, 5, 9

9. At this time there were three sects among the Jews, who had different opinions concerning human actions; the one was called the sect of the Pharisees, another the sect of the Sadducees, and the other the sect of the Essens. (From Josephus: Antiquities of the Jews, PC Study Bible formatted electronic database Copyright © 2003, 2006 by Biblesoft, Inc. All rights reserved.)
· The point being made by interjecting what Josephus has written, is to show how Yisrael had been divided in doctrine and practice, before Judaism, Christianity & Islam were  introduced, each one a derivative of the way entrusted to Yisrael; the question is why? Compare this to some history of the assembly established in Corinth:
1Co 1:10 And I appeal to you, brothers, by the Name of our Master יהושע Messiah, that you all agree, and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be knit together in the same mind and in the same opinion. 

1Co 1:11 For I have been informed concerning you, my brothers, by those of the house of Chloe, that there are contentions among you. 

1Co 1:12 What I mean is this, that each one of you says, “I am of Sha’ul,” or “I am of Apollos,” or “I am of Kĕpha,” or “I am of Messiah.” 

1Co 1:13 Has the Messiah been divided..?
1Co 11:18  For in the first place, I hear that when you come together as an assembly, there are divisions among you, and to some extent I believe it. 

1Co 12:23 And to those of the body which we think to be less respected, these we present greater respect. And our unseemly members have greater seemliness, 

1Co 12:24 whereas our seemly members have no need. But Elohiym blended together the body, having given greater respect to that member which lacks it, 

1Co 12:25 that there should be no division in the body, but that the members should have the same concern one for another. 

1Co 14:23 If then all the assembly comes together in one place, and all speak with tongues, and there come in those who are unlearned or unbelievers, shall they not say that you are mad? 

1Co 14:24 But if all prophesy, and an unbeliever or an unlearned one comes in, he is reproved by all, he is discerned by all. 

1Co 14:25 And so the secrets of his heart are revealed. And so, falling down on his face, he shall worship Elohiym, declaring that Elohiym is truly among you. 

1Co 14:26 What then is it, brothers? Whenever you come together, each one has a psalm, has a teaching, has a tongue, has a revelation, has an interpretation. Let all be done for upbuilding. 

· Although this is a reference to the assembly in Corinth, we can see similarities of practice among those proclaiming to be bible believers today. The reason behind much of this division & ‘denominationalism’ is due to a multitude of misinterpretations of the Holy Scriptures by men who have not been sent by the Most High Yah & His Son Yahushua! Just because a person proclaims to be sent by the Most High, assuredly does not mean that they are. Consider the following passages:
Mat 4:5 Then the devil took Him up into the set-apart city, set Him on the edge of the Set-apart Place, 

Mat 4:6 and said to Him, “If You are the Son of Mighty One, throw Yourself down. For it has been written, ‘He shall command His messengers concerning you,’ and, ‘In their hands they shall bear you up, so that you do not dash your foot against a stone.’ ” 

Psa 91:11 for He commands His messengers concerning you, To guard you in all your ways. 

Psa 91:12 They bear you up in their hands, Lest you dash your foot against a stone. 

· What this passage teaches us is “the old serpent called devil and Satan which deceives the whole world” also knows & uses the Holy Scriptures! Compare the following:
2Co 11:1 I wish that you would bear with me in a little folly. But indeed, you are bearing with me. 

2Co 11:2 For I am jealous for you with a jealousy according to Elohiym. For I gave you in marriage to one husband, to present you as an innocent maiden to Messiah. 

2Co 11:3 But I am afraid, lest, as the serpent deceived Ḥauah by his trickery, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Messiah. 

2Co 11:4  For, indeed, if he who is coming proclaims another יהושע, whom we have not proclaimed, or if you receive a different spirit which you have not received, or a different Good News which you have not accepted, you put up with it well enough..!
· The missing passage can be read at your convenience, and upon reading it you will see it doesn’t take away from the point being made, so let’s skip down to verse 13:
2Co 11:13 …For such are false emissaries, deceptive workers, masquerading as emissaries of Messiah. 

2Co 11:14 And no wonder! For Satan himself masquerades as a messenger of light! 

2Co 11:15 It is not surprising, then, if his servants also masquerade as servants of righteousness, whose end shall be according to their works!
· Our enemy knows the Holy Scriptures, masquerades as an angel of light & has ministers who masquerade as ministers of righteousness; furthermore, Brother Shaul warns of someone coming and mentions another Yahushua (will there be a false messiah?), a different spirit (what spirit?) and another gospel (what is this message?). Compare the following passage:
Deu 13:1 “When there arises among you a prophet or a dreamer of dreams, and he shall give you a sign or a wonder, 

Deu 13:2a and the sign or the wonder shall come true..,
· What does this mean? Is it possible for “assign or a wonder” to be performed by a person who is not led by the Ruach Haqodesh (Holy Spirit)? Let’s continue:
Deu 13:2b …of which he has spoken to you, saying, ‘Let us go after other mighty ones – which you have not known – and serve them,’ 
· Additionally, does this teach us that the people who are able to do this could possibly lead others away from the Most High? Let’s continue:
Deu 13:3 do not listen to the words of that prophet or that dreamer of dreams, for יהוה your Mighty One is trying you to know whether you love יהוה your Mighty One with all your heart and with all your being. 

Deu 13:4 “Walk after יהוה your Mighty One and fear Him, and guard His commands and obey His voice, and serve Him and cling to Him. 

Deu 13:5  “And that prophet or that dreamer of dreams is put to death, because he has spoken apostasy against יהוה your Mighty One – who brought you out of the land of Mitzrayim and redeemed you from the house of bondage – to make you stray from the way in which יהוה your Mighty One commanded you to walk. Thus you shall purge the evil from your midst. 

1Jn 4:1 Beloved ones, do not believe every spirit, but prove the spirits, whether they are of Elohiym, because many false prophets have gone out into the world. 

· How do we prove whether the spirit revealing to us is from the Most High or from “the old serpent called devil and Satan which deceives the whole world”?
1Jn 4:2 By this you know the Spirit of Elohiym: Every spirit that confesses that יהושע Messiah has come in the flesh is of Elohiym, 

1Jn 4:3 and every spirit that does not confess that יהושע Messiah has come in the flesh is not of Elohiym. And this is of the anti-messiah which you heard is coming, and now is already in the world. 

· If one acknowledging that Yahushua Mashiyach has come in the flesh is an indicator that they are being moved by Ruach Haqodesh, what strategy will that old serpent have to use to maintain his dominion over us? Consider the following:
Joh 5:43 “I have come in My Father’s Name and you do not receive Me, if another comes in his own name, him you would receive.
· From this passage the old serpent has played to many sides; on one hand the orthodoxy do not believe in Yahushua being Mashiyach, but will follow a Menachem Schneerson as being a Messiah! On the other hand, Hebrew Israelites who reject Yahushua as Mashiyach have accepted the likes of Ben Ammi, and some believe Tazadaqyah, to be the self proclaimed comforter. On another hand, Christians accept Jesus as a Messiah, but reject Yahushua! All of which are different examples of how the Devil has increased deception in the world. Regarding the age old dilemma, Yahushua vs. Jesus, yes, there is a difference; the matter will be dealt with more thoroughly in an upcoming lesson, And my glory I will not give to another, so be on the lookout. But for now, compare the following passages:
2Th 2:7 For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth will let, until he be taken out of the way. 

2Co 4:3 And indeed, if our Good News has been veiled, it has been veiled in those who are perishing, 

2Co 4:4 in whom the mighty one of this age has blinded the minds of the unbelieving, so that the enlightening of the Good News of the esteem of Messiah, who is the likeness of Mighty One, does not shine on them.
Mat 7:15 “But beware of the false prophets, who come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they are savage wolves…
Mat 7:21 “…Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Master, Master,’ shall enter into the reign of the heavens, but he who is doing the desire of My Father in the heavens. 

Mat 7:22 “Many shall say to Me in that day, ‘Master, Master, have we not prophesied in Your Name, and cast out demons in Your Name, and done many mighty works in Your Name?’ 

Mat 7:23 “And then I shall declare to them, ‘I never knew you, depart from Me, you who work lawlessness!
Mat 24:4 And יהושע answering, said to them, “Take heed that no one leads you astray. 

Mat 24:5 “For many shall come in My Name, saying, ‘I am the Messiah,’ and they shall lead many astray.
· Here Yahushua warns against false prophets who appear innocent (sheep’s clothing) but intend to devour us (savage wolves); also, that some will in fact use His name, doing many works, but some, with the intent to deceive. Again, the question is how do we prove whether the spirit revealing to us is from the Most High or from “the old serpent called devil and Satan which deceives the whole world”?
Jer 23:25 “I have heard what the prophets have said who prophesy falsehood in My Name, saying, ‘I have dreamed, I have dreamed!’ 

Jer 23:26 “Till when shall it be in the heart of the prophets? – the prophets of falsehood and prophets of the deceit of their own heart, 

Jer 23:27 who try to make My people forget My Name by their dreams which everyone relates to his neighbor, as their fathers forgot My Name for Baʽal. 

· The false prophets of Yermayah’s (Jeremiah) day caused Yisrael to forget the name of the Most High; has that happened in our day?
2Pe 2:1 But there also came to be false prophets among the people, as also among you there shall be false teachers, who shall secretly bring in destructive heresies, and deny the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction on themselves.  

2Pe 2:2 And many shall follow their destructive ways, because of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of,
· What is a heresy?

· Based on what we are seeing concerning the Holy Scriptures “destructive heresies” will be “secretly” brought in; in other words, the choice some have taken for themselves or prefer which bring about disunion will be introduced to the assembly without them knowing. Then, “the way of truth shall be evil spoken of” and we will be made to “forget” the name of the Most High. If you disagree with this assertion, consider the dissension among Yisrael surrounding the true pronunciation of the divine names, as example of how darkness has crept in. How do we prove whether the spirit revealing to us is from the Most High or from “the old serpent called devil and Satan which deceives the whole world”?
Joh 17:17 Sanctify them in Your Truth; Your Word is Truth.
· Bible believers out there, do you really believe? Unbeknownst to many,we have taken for granted the truths that are within the pages of the Holy Scriptures; we have become enamored with the opinions of ‘so called’ bible scholars, theologians, television evangelists, ‘big name’ ministries, etc.; many of whom proclaim to be led by the Holy Spirit, but are they really? Everything we as believers practice MUST agree with, have a foundation in and be proven by the Word of the Most High! Does the interpretation which forms your doctrine & practice originate with the Most High? Bible believers within the hearing of my voice, we must answer this question!
Rom 10:13 For whosoever shall call upon the name of  shall be saved. 

Rom 10:14 How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? 

Rom 10:15 And how shall they preach, except they be sent? As it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! 

· How can we tell if a priest, bishop, minister, imam, rabbi etc. is sent by the Most High, Mighty One of Abraham, Yitzchaq & Ya’acob?
Amo 3:3 Can two walk together, except they be agreed?

· When many come to this passage, they often think about men walking together in unity, not saying that it doesn’t point to that as well, but consider these following passages:
Gen 5:22 And after he brought forth Methushelaḥ, Ḥanoḵ walked with the Elohiym three hundred years, and brought forth sons and daughters…
Gen 5:24 And Ḥanoḵ walked with the Elohiym. Then he was no more, for Elohiym took him.
Gen 6:9 This is the genealogy of Noaḥ. Noaḥ was a righteous man, perfect in his generations. Noaḥ walked with the Elohiym.
Gen 17:1 And it came to be when Aḇram was ninety-nine years old, that יהוה appeared to Aḇram and said to him, “I am Ěl Shaddai – walk before Me and be perfect.
Gen 48:15 And he blessed Yusĕph, and said, “The Elohiym before whom my fathers Aḇraham and Yitzḥaq walked, the Elohiym who has fed me all my life long to this day,
· The above mentioned men agreed with, encountered the Most High, therefore walked with Him; how many of the ‘so called spiritual leaders’ today have actually encountered & now walk with the Creator of the heavens and the earth? If they claim that they do, it should be evidenced by their lifestyle, which should mirror His Word! He that has an ear, let him hear!
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
