PLEASE READ CAREFULLY!
Gen 40:1 And after these events it came to be that the cupbearer and the baker of the sovereign of Mitzrayim sinned against their master, the sovereign of Mitzrayim. 

Gen 40:2 And Pharaoh was wroth with his two officers, the chief cupbearer and the chief baker. 

Gen 40:3 So he put them in confinement in the house of the captain of the guard, in the prison, the place where Yusĕph was a prisoner.

“Do not interpretations belong to Mighty Ones?” 

Part Four
· We will conclude our series of teachings in answer to our title question, “do not interpretations belong to Mighty Ones?”; be encouraged to prayerfully consult the Most High with sincerity and truth to open your hearts and minds regarding the validity of lessons both past and present. To put it to you bluntly, do not take our word for it, but search these points out on your own, allowing the Holy Scripture to be your guide. Let’s briefly recap several points made in previous lessons:

i. The term ‘interpret’ means to explain the meaning of;

ii. The current state of biblical interpretation has been grossly misleading due to men interjecting their opinions;

iii. The adversary to both the Most High and men also knows the Holy Scripture and has been involved in it’s misinterpretation;

iv. The historic, poetic and instructional aspects of the Holy Scripture also has an underlying prophetic meaning that the Most High must reveal to men;

v. All knowledge, understanding and wisdom has it’s origin in the Most High and the Holy Scripture can be used to explain itself.  

· Taking the aforementioned points into consideration, we will introduce methods revealed by the Most High of how the Holy Scripture can interpret itself. We will also closely examine the ‘eight simple rules’ of grammatical interpretation, postulated by many intellectuals today; however, we will use them in connection with the language we call Hebrew. Bottom line, the Most High is the final authority in all areas! First, we must better understand the language called Hebrew in order to grasp how the Word is used to interpret itself. The following information is a basic understanding of the language known as Hebrew; a more exhaustive explanation can be given pertaining to each topic.
Hebrew Language

I. Pictographic – in its most primitive form, the language we call Hebrew is pictorial; meaning, of, relating to or consisting of pictures and graphic meaning clear, lifelike or vividly realistic description. Let’s take a look at an example using a word mentioned in the previous lesson,  – leb.

A form of H3824; the heart; also used (figuratively) very widely for the feelings, the will and even the intellect; likewise for the centre of anything:
· Once again, the reason for the strikethrough is because Strong’s is incorrect stating that the term in #3820 is derived from #3824; it is actually the other way around. The Hebrew language is based on a two lettered root system, from which every three, and in some cases four lettered roots are derived. How does this work and why is it important?  [modern script],  [early script] = shepherd’s staff, symbolic of authority (also used to indicate to/toward as a prefix) &  [modern script],  [early script] is a tent, symbolic of being inside (also used to indicate in/on as a prefix). When used together the meaning is  = authority +  = within, hence the seat of intellect, which is within. Compare the following passage:
Mar 7:21 “For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil reasoning’s, adulteries, whorings, murders…
· The following is but one example of a Hebrew root and how it functions. Using the word  as a beginning or parent root, there are several other words which can be derived from it:
a.  – labab (to be enclosed, as with fat)

b.  – lebab (the seat of appetite, emotion & passion)

c.  – labibah or  – labiybah (cakes, as being fat like the heart)
d.  – lab (thirst, a desire for water)

e.  – laba (bring power from within or roar, hence, a lion)

f.  – lahab (the friction of a staff, usually made of wood, combined with the sigh or breath of  [modern script],  [early script], creating a flame)

g.  – liyb (the [modern script],  [early script], is the arm & hand, symbolic of work, hence, the heart, an organ in the center of the body working to bring about blood flow)
· The point behind having this understanding, when we understand the foundation, which is the parent root, of a word used in Hebrew, we better understand the context of the word as it is being used in the Holy Scripture.
II. Numeric – secondly, the language we call Hebrew can also be expressed by numbers, teaching that the word of the Most High also has a numerical context thus, can be calculated; this is known as Gematriya.

· The problem many believers have with accepting Gematriya is the existence of numerology, which is considered to be mysticism, the study of mystics.  Numerology itself has been defined as the study of occult significance in numbers; remember, however, “There is no new thing under the sun.”  Additionally, all wisdom, knowledge and understanding originate with the Most High, Creator of both light and darkness. The point to be made here is comparable to the example of the graven image mentioned in the lesson prior. Would it make a difference to anyone if the Holy Scriptures supported Gematriya, which is the conversion of words into numbers/numbers into words, to reveal relationships in the Holy Scriptures between words and ideas? Ask yourself a question, why are there 7 days of creation? Why are there only 10 basic commands? Why does the nation of Yisrael consist of 12 tribes? Why did Mosheh, EliYah & Yahushua fast for 40 days? Do these numeric values, which appear several times in Holy Scripture in a variety of instances, have any significance? What are we to learn from them? If we learn anything from these numbers, this is using numerical interpretation! Compare the following passage…
Rev 13:16  And the small and the great, and the rich and the poor, and the freemen and the slaves, it causes that they give to them all a mark on their right hand, or on their foreheads, 

Rev 13:17 even that not any could buy or sell, except the one having the mark, or the name of the beast, or the number of its name. 

Rev 13:18 Here is wisdom: Let the one having reason count the number of the beast, for it is the number of a man and its number is six hundred and sixty six. 

· What does the Holy Scripture mean when it says “or the number of its name”? If an alpha-numeric system was not the reference here, how can we count a name!? Remember, the Word of the Most High is TRUTH, believe it or not? For example, to prove that the Holy Scripture is also based on a mathematical scale consider the following:

· A close examination of the Holy Scripture reveals that the 15th, 26th and 86th letters of the first three verses of the bible are all  aleph. Aleph is the ox-head and is symbolic of strength; this teaches us the oneness and power of the Most High by numerical interpretation alone. This is but one method of how Gematriya can be used.
III. Contextual – letters are put together to form words and the weaving together of words is used to convey a thought. By examining similar thoughts or ideas within the Holy Scripture, we see a bigger picture of what is entailed in the will of the Most High. Contextually, study of the language we call Hebrew also consists of word formations; a review of the examples given in the previous lesson about the terms  – Elohiym (Gen 1:1 compared to Ex 20:3 & Jer 23:16) and  – melohiym (Ps 8:5 compared to Job 20:29 & 2 Chron 35:21) will explain the importance of context based on word formation in the Holy Scripture. Consider also the following passages:

Isa 28:9 Whom shall he teach knowledge? And whom shall he make to understand doctrine? Weaned from the milk, drawn from the breasts. 

Isa 28:10 For precept to precept, precept to precept; line to line, line to line; here a little, here a little:
2Ti 2:15 Study to show thyself approved unto Mighty One, a workman that needed not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

From G4710; to use speed, that is, to make effort, be prompt or earnest:
· Each of these methods, pictographic, numeric & contextual, can be used individually to shed light on the Word of the Most High at a basic level; but they become even more effective when used simultaneously and on a spiritual level, but this can only be done through Ruach Haqodesh, the Holy Spirit! However, according to modern scholarship, there are eight rules of interpretation which are supposedly the center of all grammatical interpretation; thereby, necessary to be followed; again, according to modern day scholarship. In closing we will take a look at these eight rules and hopefully shed light on their proper application and usage with the Word of the Most High. 
1) The Rule of Definition – Define the terms/words being considered and then adhere to the defined meanings;

· When it comes to the definition of any word used in the Holy Scripture, the pictograph is necessary to get the basic understanding of the word under discussion. The contextual use of the term is also a factor pertaining to the rule of definition, as already referenced above.
2) The Rule of Usage – Do not add meaning to established words and/or terms. What was the common usage in the culture and time period when the passage was written?

· Regarding the rule of usage based on commonality, culture and time is also important in understanding the Holy Scripture. For example take the word translated “conversation” in the following passage:
Gal 1:13 For ye have heard of my conversation in time past in the Jews' religion, how that beyond measure I persecuted the church of Mighty One, and wasted it:
· Based on 21st century use of the word “conversation” the passage seems to imply an act or instance of talking; however, the word “conversation” based on the Old English language of the KJV, comes from a Greek word which means ‘manner of life’ which can be found in #391 of the Strong’s Greek lexicon. Additionally, when we consider the Holy Scripture also as being ‘allegorical’, Gal 4:24, the meaning of a word or even a situation can point to something totally different; this also must be taken into consideration.
3) The Rule of Context – Avoid using words/phrases out of context. Context must define terms and how words are used.

· This is a direct relation to the contextual use of a word; additionally, the formation of a word in the Hebrew language is also relevant, when the usage is a part of a line of thinking. For example take a look at the following passage:
Rom 10:4 For Messiah is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.
· According to the ‘favored’ interpretation of this verse, many have been led to believe that accepting the Messiah as your Savior exempts you from having to obey the law, since it states that He is “the end of the law”. If this is true, what about the following passage:
Mat 5:17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.
· Above, the Messiah tells His listeners that He did not “come to destroy”.., #2647 (dissolve/disunite) the law…but to fulfill” #4137 (make full/complete). Based on the ‘accepted’ meaning of Rom 10:4 it is contradictory to Mt 5:17. If the word translated as “end” in Rom 10:4 is defined, #5056 (aim/purpose), it brings to light how Messiah ‘fulfills’ the law according to Mt 5:17. This goes against the ‘’favored’ interpretation of the passage in question, yet establishing the truth of the Word. Which will you believe?
4) The Rule of Historical Background – Do not separate interpretation and historical investigation.

· When dealing with the rule of historical background, at times we are presented with a difficulty. The reason being, based on the Holy Scripture’s testimony of itself, it is held to be the “truth”, however, if the scripture disagrees with the presumed history being given by men, it is the Holy Scripture that takes precedence. In other words, the Holy Scripture should never be forced to agree with history; history must agree with the Holy Scripture, if not, the history being considered should be questioned! There is a documentary on DVD directed by a man named Brian Flemming entitled “The God Who Wasn’t There” which is supposed to prove that Yahushua never existed; although they erroneously use the name ‘Jesus’. This is supposed to be historically and factually based! But is it truth? If his presentation is truth and Yahushua never existed then we might as well flush any belief we have about the Holy Scripture down the tubes and live our lives any way we please. However, I am personally of the belief, in spite of not seeing the film, that it is not true, but deceptive; simply because it disagrees with the Holy Scripture! Again, what do you believe?
5) The Rule of Logic – Be certain that words as interpreted agree with overall premise.

· The rule of logic is another area of interpretation that presents a difficulty. Why? Because the logic of man is erroneous when compared to the logic of the Most High. Consider the following example from Brother Shaul:
Rom 1:21 Because that, when they knew Mighty One, they glorified him not as Mighty One, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened. 

Rom 1:22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, 

Rom 1:23  And changed the glory of the incorruptible Mighty One into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and four-footed beasts, and creeping things.
· The above passage is an example of what can happen when we approach the Holy Scripture using our own logic; “do not interpretations belong to Mighty Ones?”
6) The Rule of Precedent – Use the commonly accepted meanings of words, not obscure meanings for which there is no precedent.

· The rule of precedent is true as well, but we must also understand that the Most High’s interpretation of a term has precedence. Also, we must remember that the Holy Scripture has another layer to it and in some instances, layers; this is a reference to the prophetic factor, the Holy Scripture also having spiritual undertones to the literal interpretation of the letter. In addition, some of the ‘commonly accepted meanings of words’ as seen in Rom 10:4, are themselves erroneous.
7) The Rule of Unity – Even though many documents may be used there must be a general unity among them.

· Again, good advice when the interpretation of the Holy Scripture is in question. The order or unity however should be based upon what was given to Mosheh, as we learn in the following passage:
Isa 8:16 Bind up the witness, seal the Torah among my taught ones…
Isa 8:20 To the Torah and to the witness! If they do not speak according to this Word, it is because they have no daybreak.
· The thought behind Yeshayah’s (Isaiah) message is that the Turah IS the witness/testimony given through Mosheh to Yisra’ĕl; everything spoken by a professed ‘man of God’ must be founded on the Turah! It is for this reason Mashiyach Yahushua states:
Mat 5:17 “Do not think that I came to destroy the Torah or the Prophets. I did not come to destroy but to complete.
· Does the completion of the Turah imply fulfilling it to ultimately make it of none effect? Remember Rom 10:4 in comparison with the following passage from Yeshayah:
Isa 42:21 It has delighted יהוה, for the sake of His righteousness, to make the Torah great and esteemed.
8) The Rule of Inference – Base conclusions on what is already known and established or can reasonably be implied from all known facts.

· That being the case, at this point in our lesson, need it be stated that ‘what is already known and established’ should be the Holy Scripture itself? And that ‘all known facts’ should find support in the Holy Scripture? Brothers and sisters, I beseech you all in the name of Yahushua Hamashiyach on behalf of Yah, our Heavenly Father, if you humbly and sincerely desire truth and righteousness from above, ASK THE FATHER TO OPEN YOUR HEARTS AND MINDS TO RECEIVE HIS KNOWLEDGE, UNDERSTANDING AND WISDOM! Not my will, but the will of the Yah Yahushua be done. HALLELUYAH!
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
